1. MEETING CALL TO ORDER (7:00 PM):

4. ACCOUNTING: 
A. Finances:  Chair Kattuah explained to the public in attendance that the financials show no income for the current 2025-2025 fiscal year, as the benefit assessment has not yet been collected. 
B. Warrants:  The maximum contract amount with Bartle Wells was reached.

5. CHIEF’S REPORT
 (Chief Brian Skehan):
A. Month-to-date calls for July:  54 total calls, which included 31 for medical assistance, with the balance for vegetation fires and public assistance
B. Engine 62 is in the shop for minor repairs
C. The shelving is being completed on Engine 63 and the Engine should be back in service next week
D. Captain Murphy was introduced as the 3rd Captain in the district
E. The Yuba Water Agency granted a $725 sponsorship to the District to purchase fire extinguishers to give out to residents on National Night Out.
F. The ISO contacted Chief Skehan to schedule their five-year survey.  Chief Haack to research who is currently using ISO ratings, as many insurance companies are not using this third-party service.
G. Chief Skehan is still working on a support volunteer role
(Chief Landon Haack):
H. Chief Haack discussed preliminary costs for next year’s Amador Contract.  With no changes, the 2026-27/2027-28/2028-29 contract maximum is estimated to be $960,000 (the District is only billed for the actual period between fire seasons)
