4. ACCOUNTING: 
A. It was noted the Yuba County Auditor-Controller’s office has completed accounting records through April 2025 and the District’s financials have been reconciled through that timeframe.

5. CHIEF’S REPORT
 (Captain Chris Hadlock):
A. Month-to-date calls for October: 46 total calls, which included 24 for medical assistance, 6 public assistance, 6 vehicle accident, 5 vegetation fires, 3 vehicle fires, 1 false alarm and 1 hazardous conditions
B. There are three candidates are interested in becoming volunteers—all with firefighting experience.
C. Engine 61 is back in service after the radiator was rebuilt; Engine 62 will be back in service tomorrow; and the logos were applied to new Engine 63
D. We are still waiting for the final ISO rating/report
E. Old Engine 63 (2LR02) has been listed for sale at firetruckmall.com 
F. Landscape debris burning is now allowed by permit only, Monday, Wednesday, Saturday from 9am-4pm, on permissible burn days, per Feather River Air Quality Management.

G. The Unit came out of burn suspension last Friday, October 17th.
H. Daugherty Hill project:  Chief Sean Entz negotiated with CADF&W to clean up the Cascade burn scar and continue fuel reduction maintenance on an annual basis.
I. Travis Johnson was promoted to fill the second Battalion Chief position for the District (fuels, liaison with Yuba Watershed Protection and Fire Safe Council, etc), and Chief Haack is awaiting approval to hire a third chief, who will handle facilities, maintenance, etc. Chief Skehan will remain in his position working with our District.
J. Regardless of weather conditions, December 15th will be the start of the Amador Contract (now a set period December 15 – March 15).
