1. MEETING CALL TO ORDER (7:04 PM):

3. APPROVE MINUTES:
A. October 20, 2025 Regular Meeting: Motion by McGahan to Approve the Minutes; Second by High

4. ACCOUNTING: 
A. It was noted the Yuba County Auditor-Controller’s office has completed accounting records through June 2025.  The District’s financials for 2024-2025 need to be updated to reflect assessment/tax income, Measure K income, and interest income.  Also, expenses for wages, insurance, and vehicle maintenance need to be added.

5. CHIEF’S REPORT
 (BC Brian Skehan):
A. Month-to-date calls for November: included 25 for medical assistance, 8 public assistance, 2 vehicle accident, 1 vegetation fire, 2 vehicle fires, and 1 hazardous conditions response.
B. The District’s ISO rating still has not been updated by the Insurance Services Office.
C. WT 62 is scheduled for winter maintenance and will be out of service for a short time while in the shop.
D. A representative from Fouts will be at Station 61 tomorrow to demonstrate their new tactical water tender that has been tailored for California foothill regions. Note that if the District does not piggyback on to a CalFire order, an RFP will be required.
E. The Board needs to determine the best use of Measure K funds for 2026. The Lucas 3 Chest Compression System was one suggestion.  Zoll AutoPulse is another option.  The District needs to know if the county medical director will allow the use of these devices.
F. Burn permits are not currently required; however, residents must contact FRAQM to determine if it is a residential burn day.
G. The Amador Contract period will start December 15, 2025 (and go through March 15, 2026).
H. In regards to the possibility to use BVID employees as volunteers during their working hours, it needs to be determined whose insurance will cover their water tender and/or drivers if they live outside of the District (and what does BVID have to water tenders?)

6. VOLUNTEER’S REPORT: (Leno Mota)
A. Although the District didn’t win, the chili cookoff at the Lions Club went well. The Volunteers represented the District in the Marysville Veterans Day Parade, November 11th, and are entered in the Marysville Christmas Parade on December 6th and the Loma Rica Christmas Parade on December 14th.
